Reading four (text below): I will give you a new heart (Ezekiel 36:16-17a, 18-28)
	Psalm 51:12-13, 14-15, 18-19 Create in me a clean heart, Oh God

A reading from the Book of the Prophet Isaiah
Choir: O let all who thirst, let them come to the water. (Music in background)
Lector: Thus says the LORD: All you who are thirsty, come to the water!
You who have no money,  come, receive grain and eat; come, without paying and without cost, drink wine and milk!
Why spend your money for what is not bread, your wages for what fails to satisfy?
Heed me, and you shall eat well, you shall delight in rich fare.
Come to me heedfully, listen, that you may have life.
I will renew with you the everlasting covenant, the benefits assured to David.
As I made him a witness to the peoples, a leader and commander of nations,
so shall you summon a nation you knew not, and nations that knew you not shall run to you, because of the LORD, your God, the Holy One of Israel, who has glorified you.
Pause
Choir: Seek the LORD while he may be found, call him while he is near. (music continues)

Lector: Let the scoundrel forsake his way, and the wicked man his thoughts;
let him turn to the LORD for mercy; to our God, who is generous in forgiving.
For my thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways my ways, says the LORD.

Choir: As high as the heavens are above the earth,
so high are my ways above your ways The ways of the Lord.
and my thoughts above your thoughts.

Lector: For just as from the heavens the rain and snow come down and do not return there till they have watered the earth, making it fertile and fruitful,
giving seed to the one who sows and bread to the one who eats, so shall my word be that goes forth from my mouth; my word shall not return to me void,
but shall do my will, achieving the end for which I sent it.

Ezekiel 36:16-17a, 18-28

A reading from the Book of the Prophet Ezekiel
The word of the LORD came to me, saying:
Son of man, when the house of Israel lived in their land, they defiled it by their conduct and deeds.  Therefore I poured out my fury upon them because of the blood that they poured out on the ground, and because they defiled it with idols.
I scattered them among the nations, dispersing them over foreign lands; according to their conduct and deeds I judged them.  But when they came among the nations wherever they came, they served to profane my holy name, because it was said of them: "These are the people of the LORD, yet they had to leave their land."
So I have relented because of my holy name which the house of Israel profaned among the nations where they came.  Therefore say to the house of Israel: This says the LORD GOD:
Not for your sakes do I act, house of Israel, but for the sake of my holy name, which you profaned among the nations to which you came.  I prove the holiness of my great name, profaned among the nations, in whose midst you have profaned it.
Thus the nations shall know that I am the LORD, say the Lord GOD, when in their sight I prove my holiness through you.
For I will take you away from among the nations, gather you from all the foreign lands, and bring you back to your own land.
I will sprinkle clean water upon you to cleanse you from all your impurities, and from all your idols I will cleanse you.
I will give you a new heart and place a new spirit within you, taking from your bodies your stony hearts and giving you natural hearts.
I will put my spirit within you and make you live by my statutes, careful to observe my decrees.  You shall live in the land of your fathers; you shall be my people, and I will be your God.

Rom 6:3-11
A reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans
Brothers and sisters: Are you unaware that we who were baptized into Christ Jesus
were baptized into his death?
We were indeed buried with him through baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might live in newness of life.

For if we have grown into union with him through a death like his, we shall also be united with him in the resurrection.  We know that our old self was crucified with him, so that our sinful body might be done away with, that we might no longer be in slavery to sin.
For a dead person has been absolved from sin. If, then, we have died with Christ,
we believe that we shall also live with him.
We know that Christ, raised from the dead, dies no more; death no longer has power over him.
As to his death, he died to sin once and for all; as to his life, he lives for God.
Consequently, you too must think of yourselves as being dead to sin and living for God in Christ Jesus.
